Presidential Duties

The President shall preside at all membership meetings.

They shall be virtue of office and Chairman of the Board of Directors.

They shall present at each annual meeting of the organization an annual report of the work of the organization.

They shall appoint all committees, temporary or permanent.

They shall see all books, reports and certificates required by law are properly kept or filed.

They shall have such powers as may be reasonably construed as belonging to the chief executive of any organization.

Must fulfill obligations to the League Office. (you hold a position on the League board each year) 
Must attend monthly League meetings

They help produce the football schedule and updates

They oversee the league and team website 

Must manage conflict once the Board has made its decision about rules and further action. 

Must enforce the rules as outlined in the Operating Rules. 

Must hold all organization officials accountable to League rules.

Must work with School officials and Athletic Director to schedule game dates and field requirements.

Must organize officials for all Home games.
Must oversee all home games

Must set up field for all home games

Must be part of the official weigh in of players include traveling to other teams

Must be part of equipment hand out and hand in

Must be part of player registration

Must back VP up for calling practice due to weather if VP is unavailable.  

Vice Presidential Duties

The Vice President shall in the event of the absence or inability of the President to exercise his office become acting president of the organization with all the rights, privileges, and powers as if he had been the duly elected president. He/she will be the contact person for all registration issues. Shall support and assist President in enforcing League and Organization rules.
Must attend league meetings when president is unable to attend

Must assist President manage conflict once the Board has made its decision about rules and further action.

Must assist President with enforcing the rules as outlined in the Operating Rules

Must assist President with holding all organization officials accountable to League rules

Must assist President with the set up of the field for all home games

Must assist President with official weigh in of players include traveling to other teams

Will submit scores from the home games to Pantagraph

Will call practice due to weather for the league   

Secretarial Duties

The Secretary shall keep the minutes and records of the organization in appropriate books.

It shall be their duty to file any certificate required by any statute, federal or state.

They shall give and serve all notices to members of this organization.

They shall be the official custodian of the records and seal of this organization.

They may be one of the officers required to sign the checks and drafts of the organization.

They shall present to the membership at any meetings any communication addressed to them as Secretary of the organization.

They shall submit to the Board of Directors any communications which shall be addressed to them as Secretary of the organization.

They shall attend to all correspondence of the organization and shall exercise all duties incident to the office of Secretary.

They shall be in charge of the parent sign up for all volunteer spots and reminder to parents

They must be at all home games for set up, field monitoring, volunteer check in, field tear down and concessions cleaning.   

Treasurer Duties

The Treasurer shall have the care and custody of all monies belonging to the organization and shall be solely responsible for such monies or securities of the organization.  They shall cause to be deposited in a regular business bank or trust company a sum not exceeding $15,000 and the balance of the funs of the organization shall be deposited in a savings bank except that the Board of Directors may cause such funds to be invested in such investments as shall be legal for a non-profit corporation in this state.  They must be one of the officers who shall sign checks or drafts of the organization.  No special fund may be set aside that shall make it unnecessary for the Treasurer to sign the checks issued upon it.  They shall render at stated periods as the Board of Directors shall determine a written account of the finances of the organization and such report shall be physically affixed to the minutes of the Board of Directors of such meeting.

They shall exercise all duties incident to the office of Treasure.  They must be at all home games for set up, field monitoring, volunteer check in, field tear down and concessions cleaning.   

Committee Chair

The Committee Chair will be responsible for over seeing all committees that are apart of the Sting organization. This includes, but not limited to bringing all decisions, options, and bids to the board for voting. They will have access to the check book and will need to shop with the concession committee and monitor sales of concessions. They will oversee all committee sign ups and scheduling of non-filled time slots. Attend board meetings and provide updates to the Board.

In charge of pictures for teams and must oversee each picture day or find a board approved replacement.  Over sees equipment inventory, hand-out and hand-in days.  Must be at all home games for set up, field monitoring, concession work and then field tear down and concessions cleaning.  If you cannot be there all day, must find a board approved replacement.   Must travel if needed to do weigh-in for other teams the first week of practice.
